Appendix A

DETERMINATION OF LEVELS OF PAIN & DISTRESS
DEFINITIONS, POLICIES AND GUIDELINES

• USDA Pain Levels: 

Level B: Breeding or Holding Colony Protocols 

Level C: No more than momentary or slight pain or distress. 

For example: euthanized for tissues; just observed under normal conditions; positive reward projects. 

Level D: Pain or distress relieved with anesthetics, analgesics and/or tranquilizer drugs or other methods for relieving pain or distress. 

For example: survival surgery, non-survival surgery, induced infections or antibody production with appropriate anesthesia and post-op/post-procedure analgesia when necessary. 

Level E: Pain or distress or potential pain or distress that is not relieved with anesthetics, analgesics and/or tranquilizer drugs or other methods for relieving pain or distress. 

(Note, there is no USDA level A.)
