JOB TITLE:  Animal Care Technician

QUALIFICATIONS:  

An Animal Care Technician must have demonstrated the following:

· The ability to lift and carry at least 50 pounds.

· The ability to work with animals (e.g. birds, frogs, rodents, and fish) without any allergic reaction or other adverse outcome.

· The ability to correctly complete assigned tasks in a timely manner.

· The ability to work independently without direct supervision after appropriate training.

EXPECTATIONS:

An Animal Care Technician is expected to:

· Provide ALL appropriate feeding, watering, and cleaning procedures each day assigned without direct supervision.

· Notify, as soon as possible, the Biology Department member in charge of the animal facility if unable to care for the animals on an assigned day.
· Assist in regular cleanings of the animal facility.

· Assist, as needed, in student-faculty research projects by following detailed research procedures and completing measurements and observations correctly.

· Wear appropriate safety equipment at ALL times and follow the procedures and practices described by the Biology Department member in charge of the animal facility or contained in the Student Employee Safety Manual.
