JOB TITLE:  Biology Laboratory Preparation Aide

QUALIFICATIONS:  

A Biology Laboratory Preparation Aide must have demonstrated the following:

· Successful completion of a laboratory science course with mastery of the skills, techniques, and concepts required in the laboratory OR previous experience in a biological research laboratory.

· The ability to interact well with students, faculty and staff in the laboratory setting.

· The ability to correctly complete assigned tasks in a timely manner.

· The ability to work independently without direct supervision after appropriate training.

EXPECTATIONS:

A Biology Laboratory Preparation Aide is expected to:

· Aid in laboratory preparation by mixing chemical solutions, preparing media, maintaining live cultures, and setting up equipment needed for laboratory exercises and research projects.

· Aid in cleaning glassware, equipment, laboratory space and preparation areas.

· Aid in record keeping, such as inventories of laboratory equipment and supplies.

· Aid, as needed, in student-faculty research projects by following detailed research procedures and completing measurements and observations correctly.

· Wear appropriate safety equipment at ALL times and follow the procedures and practices described by the Biology Department member in charge of the laboratory or contained in the Student Employee Safety Manual.

· Be a reliable and effective employee.  A Laboratory Preparation Aide MUST notify, as soon as possible, the Biology Department member in charge of the laboratory if unable to work on an assigned day.  Repeated absences will result in reassignment or termination of employment.
